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C-5.6. Safety Program Services
The Service Provider shall provide safety program services IAW the requirements of this section and all cited guidance, laws and regulations.  In accordance with Executive Order 12196 and 29 CFR 1960, the Service Provider shall be responsible for ensuring that employees are furnished work places and conditions of employment that are free from recognized hazards that cause or are likely to cause injury or death.  Safe working conditions shall be achieved by executing effective safety programs to include, but not limited to, education, awareness, and workplace inspection.  Safety programs shall emphasize at a minimum, accident reporting, workplace safety, transportation safety, radiation safety, and family member off-the-job home safety.

In an effort to ensure safe working environments, the Service Provider shall keep current with safety laws, regulations, standards, codes, products, and practices.  Providing a safe, productive environment includes the protection of personnel from coercion, discrimination, and reprisals when following acceptable safety practices and reporting unsafe practices.

Poor safety conditions and characteristics include, but are not limited to, heat or cold; wetness; pressure; environmental pollution; deleterious animal, insect, parasitic, or amoebic life; or any combination of these conditions. 

In order to perform the functions of safety program services, the Government will furnish essential training.  It shall be the Service Provider’s responsibility to ensure their staff is sufficiently trained to perform all aspects of safety program functions. Governmental training will be provided through the Army Safety Program.  Training course description and point of contact information can be found by visiting the following web site: http://safety.army.mil/home.html.  The Service Provider shall identify those courses that are needed to enhance individual employee performance through individual development plans (IDP).  These plans will be provided to the designated Government representative for consideration and approval during the annual budget development.  The IDP shall contain the name of the employee, course title, training site, length of course, course costs and any travel costs associated with the training.

C-5.6.1. Program Management

The Service Provider shall brief the Garrison Commander on safety issues to include recurring (quarterly) and impromptu briefings requested by the Garrison Commander.

The Service Provider shall coordinate and conduct the Installation Safety and Occupational Health Advisory Council (SOHAC) IAW FB Reg. 385-10. The SOHAC is responsible for making recommendations for the safety of people and the environment.  The Service Provider shall publish and provide the minutes of each meeting to all committee members, the Garrison Commander, installation organizational directors, and Collateral Duty Safety Representatives (CDSRs). The Service Provider shall prepare a memo to the unit commander requesting CDSRs and send it to the designated Government representative for approval.

The Service Provider shall coordinate and conduct the Installation Collateral Duty Safety Representatives program IAW FB Regulation 385-10, the purpose of which is to maintain a proactive accident prevention program, and which ensures plans, procedures, facilities, and equipment acquisitions receive safety reviews and incorporate reasonable risk management and hazard elimination and reduction measures.

The Service Provider shall attend MACOM-level meetings in execution of the safety program to include, but not limited to, the MACOM SOHAC and MACOM Safety Managers Meetings.  In preparation for the meetings, the Service Provider shall provide safety statistics as requested.  These meetings will require local Washington, D.C. Metropolitan travel of one representative in the capacity of a safety manager or equivalent such that the incumbent possesses skills and has sufficient experience to adequately represent the Fort Belvoir Garrison and can contribute to the proceedings and report results to Installation leadership.

The Service Provider shall prepare and submit recommendations on local procedures to the designated Government representative for the Fort Belvoir Garrison Commander’s approval.  Local procedures are developed as a result of local and national safety trends or occurrences that indicate unsafe practices and affect Fort Belvoir.

C-5.6.3. Inspections and Surveys

The Service Provider shall conduct inspections and surveys of operations and facilities.  Inspection procedures shall use interviews, operational reviews, performance testing, and similar techniques designed to detect high risks of both a behavioral and environmental character at the earliest possible time. The Service Provider shall conduct Standard Army Safety and Occupational Health Inspections (SASOHIs) of all installation facilities and operations for compliance with safety regulations. The Service Provider shall develop, maintain, and publish a safety inspection schedule; however, SASOHI may be conducted with or without prior notice.  No-notice inspections shall be used when the local safety and health Service Provider determines that this shall provide a significantly more meaningful assessment of actual operating conditions and practices.  When an “imminent danger” situation is discovered, the supervisor or commander shall be notified immediately by providing in-briefs and out-briefs on non-compliance areas for immediate safety correction, as well as submitting results to the designated Government representative. The Service Provider shall provide technical advice on how to correct conditions or cease operations and withdraw personnel from exposure.

If there is no “imminent danger”, the Service Provider shall conduct a closing conference with the supervisor or commander and a notice of unsafe or unhealthful working conditions shall be discussed.

The Service Provider shall perform follow-up inspections on corrective actions to ensure work hazards and health risks are eliminated through engineering controls or modifications.  The following priorities are acceptable to be used to eliminate or reduce the effects of hazards:

· Engineer to eliminate hazards or to incorporate fail-safe devices.

· Guard or control hazards including automatic monitoring and alarming of unsafe and unhealthful conditions.

· Limit personnel exposures.

· Train and educate personnel to avoid hazards.

· Provide protective clothing or equipment adequate to minimize injury to personnel.

· Use color-coding and signs to alert personnel of hazards.

C-5.6.6. Radiation Safety Protection Program

The Radiation Safety Program ensures U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) licensing, disposal, transportation, safety design, training of personnel, and inventory control of ionizing and non-ionizing radiation sources in compliance with Federal, state, and Army regulations.  The Service Provider shall designate an Installation Radiation Safety Officer (RSO) whose name and emergency contact information shall be provided to the KO in writing within 10  days of the start date of the first performance period.

RSO functional responsibilities are defined within AR 11-9 and functional tasks listed below.  In implementing and administering the Fort Belvoir Radiation Safety Program, the Service Provider shall take all necessary steps to ensure compliance throughout the Installation.  The RSO shall conduct radioactive material (RAM) surveys and perform various radiological tests and experiments to evaluate and make recommendations on safety policy.  The RSO shall facilitate and record Installation Radiation Safety Committee (RSC) meetings.

C-5.6.8. Awards

The Service Provider shall recommend individuals and units, for their contributions and enhancements to the Army Safety Program, to receive Safety Awards IAW FB Regulation 385-10.  The Service Provider shall solicit the installation activities for safety award nominations. Award nominations shall be submitted to the designated Government representative for review and approval.  Awards are based on several factors including the following:

· Significant contributions to the Army accident prevention effort.

· Demonstration of exemplary leadership in safety programs.

· Prevention of imminently dangerous situations.

· Prevention of injury to personnel.

· Minimization or prevention of damage to Government property.
C-5.6.8.1. Unit Accident Prevention Awards

The Service Provider shall recommend units or coordinate unit recommendations for unit-level Safety Awards to the designated Government representative.  Upon approval of nominations, the Service Provider shall prepare awards for presentation to recipient units.  Awards include, but are not limited to, the Director of Army Safety Award; the United States Army Award of Excellence in Safety; the Army Accident Prevention Award of Honor in Safety; the Army Accident Prevention Award of Accomplishment in Safety; and the Commander’s Special Safety Award.

C-5.6.8.2. Individual Accident Prevention Awards

The Service Provider shall recommend U.S. Army military personnel and  civilian employees for individual Safety Awards to the designated Government representative.  Upon approval of nominations, the Service Provider shall prepare awards for presentation to recipients.  Awards include, but are not limited to, the Army Chief of Staff Award for Excellence in Safety; the United States Army Safety Guardian Award; the Director of Army Safety Special Award of Excellence; the United States Army Motor Vehicle Driver Safety Award; and other individual awards as requested by the Garrison Commander.
